The Jesse Tree
The Jesse Tree on the platform is a way for us to tell the 
story of Jesus: the Root, Shoot, and Fruit of Jesse. The 
name comes from Isaiah 11:1: “A shoot will spring forth 
from the stump of Jesse, and a branch out of his roots.”

The tree helps us see the story of God in the Old 
Testament, and to connect Advent with the faithfulness 
of God across 4,000 years of history. The Branch is a 
Biblical sign of newness out of discouragement or new 
life, which became a way to talk about the expected 
Messiah. The prophet Jeremiah writes, “Behold, the days 
are coming," declares the LORD, "When I will raise up for 
David a righteous Branch; And He will reign as king and 
act wisely And do justice and righteousness in the land.” 

So the branch is a symbol of Jesus, who is the Messiah 
from the line of David and who will come again as King.
