The Lord is My Shepherd
July 12, 2009 – PARTNERSHIP: This lesson begins a five-part series on the most familiar passage of 

Scripture in all of the Bible: the 23rd Psalm. As we study this famous psalm, we will see that we have a 

wonderful partnership with the Lord of the Ages who calls Himself our Shepherd. In today’s sermon we 

look at some background of the psalm and will study the words of the first verse. In those few words, 

we learn who He is, who we are, and what He provides for us.July 19, 2009 – PRESENCE: We’ll learn verses 2 & 3 of Psalm 23 and find that the Shepherd is present 

with us 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. We will find that he provides everything we need and these 

verses teach us about the events of a single day. This message will help us balance our walk with the 

Shepherd.

July 26, 2009 – PROTECTION: We will see that even when the “unusual” happens  (that we would 

get away from the shepherd or that he would lead us in a non-typical path) we can trust him.  David 

tells us that the shepherd is able to protect for several reasons.  He can protect us because he is 

WITH us and because he has two resources of a shepherd: a rod and a staff.  Today we learn about His 

protection even when things are dark and fearful.
August 2, 2009 – PROVISION: In this lesson we’ll see that David changes his metaphor of God from a 

Shepherd to a Host...seeing that we are no longer sheep, but honored guests!  In this study, we will try 

to balance our view of ourselves and what we have become through our relationship with the Almighty.  

We will see His incredible provisions for us and realize how blessed we truly are.August 9, 2009 – PROMISE: We conclude our series on the 23rd Psalm with His Promise.  This series 

has reminded us that although we can have something memorized, it is possible to not   really know it.  

In verse 6 we learn that God pursues us throughout our entire lives.  He cares so much that He won’t 

let us out of His sight!
